Section 2: Securing Heater to the Wall
The Mr. Sauna heater must mounted on a flat wall, as shown in the room instructions.The
heater has not been designed to be used in rooms other than those supplied by MrSteam.

Installing the Heater:

2. Remove all packaging materials including the plastic bag, element spacers and protective

plastic. Locate and keep all other materials.

Section 3: Electrical Wiring
All wiring must be accomplished by a licensed electrical contractor. Refer to the
Heater Specification Chart to determine the wire size and circuit protection
required.The complete sauna consisting of heater and temp/time control should
be properly grounded according to NEC requirements.

Heater Electrical Connections
1. Verify that heater is securely mounted to the wall
2. Turn off the circuit breaker providing power to the sauna heater power supply.
3. Remove 6 screws from the wiring box cover
4. Route power supply through knock out
5. Connect the ground line to the ground lug
6. Connect power voltage to L1 and L2 on the contactor
7. Check all power connections for correct and secure connections
8. Replace the wiring box cover and secure with the 6 provides screws

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Section 4: Sauna Rocks
The Sauna heater must not be operated
unless the rock compartment in the top of
the heater is filled with the rocks that are
furnished with the heater.They should be
placed so that the air is free to travel
between the rocks. Over packing the rocks
may trip the heater hi-limit temperature
device.

The heater is set up for use with 44 lbs. of
rocks.

IMPORTANT NOTE:
Do not place more than 44lbs. of
rocks in the heater.

Installing the Rocks
1. Verify that the heater is securely

mounted to the wall according to
instructions.

2. Verify that the heater is OFF and that
the elements and are not hot.

3. Check the rock compartment and
remove any packing or foreign
materials.

4. Open the rock carton and place the
rocks into the rock compartment as
shown in diagram below.The rocks
should be positioned so that the air is
free to travel between the rocks.

IMPORTANT NOTE: Over packing the rocks
may trip the heater hi-limit temperature
device.

5. The rocks should fit below the top
surface. Any rocks that are protruding
should be removed and discarded.

Use only with rocks supplied with
the heater. 

Alternate rocks may damage the
heater, cause personal injury or
result in an inoperable heater.
Electrical outlets or receptacle must
not be installed in a sauna room.
Outlets may expose user to shock.

Do not put chlorinated pool or spa
water on heater. Excessive water use
on heater may cause damage and
void warranty.

Packing the rocks too tightly may
cause the heater high limit
temperature device to trip.

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Saunas expose the users to elevated
temperatures. If used improperly or by
inappropriate persons, exposure to heat can be
harmful to health, causing overheating,
hyperthermia, and even death.The following
guidelines must be followed:

Leave sauna immediately if uncomfortable, dizzy
or sleepy.

Staying too long in sauna can cause overheating
and even death.

Especially at risk are children under 10, the
elderly, and those taking alcohol, drugs, and
medicine.

Check with a doctor before using sauna if
pregnant, or under medical care.

Minors should be adequately supervised
whenever near a hot or warming sauna to prevent
burns from accidental contact.

The heater gets extremely hot during operation
and should not be touched or burns may result.

A guardrail or fence is required around the heater
to prevent burns from accidental contact.

Section 5: Maintenance and Cleaning
The sauna heater should be cleaned occasionally with a damp cloth. 
Never use any solvents or bleaches. The rocks should be removed once a
year for cleaning. Replace with original factory rocks if they appear to be
crumbling.

 Cleaning of the heater and rocks shall only be performed
when the heater is cool and power has been disconnected at the breaker.

Section 6: Thermometer/Humidity Gauge
Locate an optional thermometer or humidity gauge 6” down from the
ceiling on a wall preferably so that the gauge can be observed from outside
the sauna room through a door or window.

Ideal humidity range 25% – 45%
Ideal Room Temperatire: 160°F – 180°F

Section 8: Bucket & Ladle
Ladle have long wooden handles to help keep from exposing hands to
steam. Do not pour chlorinated pool or spa water on heater. Use only fresh,
clean tap water. Excessive water use on heater may cause damage and void
warranty.
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Control Unit

To prevent damage to the control unit or an
inoperable condition:

• Do not mount control unit inside the sauna room
• The control unit is protected against water

splashed, however it should not come into direct
contact with water

• When mounting the control unit on a wall, the
switch must face downward

• Secure the control unit with 4 screws.

Important Notes
• The control cable length is 15 feet
• The room temperature cable is 13 

feet water.

Installing the Control Unit
1. Remove the cover of the control unit by

removing the two screws on each side of the
control unit.

2. Secure the control unit in place with 4 screws in
the location shown.

3. The control unit shall be mounted on an outdoor
room locate in a  area where it will not be
covered by snow. The control unit may be
mounted on to of an indoor room. However it
must be mounted on a way where there is a Gap
at leat 1”under it to allow for of airflow.

Wiring the Control Unit
1. Connect the T, N, N and U terminals in the sauna

heater to the T-in, N, N and U terminals on in the
control unit. Refer to the wiring diagram on page
3.

2. Wiring between the sauna heater and control
unit shall be run in conduit.

 Use only 14 AWG 90 *C rated
copper wire between control unit and the sauna
heater.

Temperature Probe

If an error occurs, the heater will turn off and the control will display an
error message while beeping.

The LED lights in the control unit also correspond to the errors noted above.

Error Code Problem Solution

E1 Temperature Sensor is not recognized Ensure the temperature probe is installed and connected correctly

E2 Temperature sensor short circuit
Check the wire between the control and the control unit is not
damaged

E3 Thermal fuse is open

Check the continuity of the thermal fuse
